Welcome to the 2017 Camping Season! 
We hope that you will enjoy your stay with us this season. 

 
 

Just think…. In less than a month, the park will be open  
and we will be well on our way to enjoying the summer of 2017! 
 

The park will be open to the public for occupancy between the dates of 
Friday, May 12th and Monday, October 9th. While Seasonal Campers may 
access the park on foot to clean their lots/trailers prior to our opening, 
overnight stays are not permitted until May 12th.  
 

We hope that with the rapid onset of spring, staff will be able to complete the many pre-season 
opening tasks. Being unable to predict the weather conditions within the next month, we cannot 
clearly define what date camper vehicles will be permitted back into the park prior to opening day.

The Management Board held several meetings since the park closed in October. With Ernie Olivo 
moving away from the Delta area, we welcomed Penny Sawyer as a new Community 
Representative. In March, we learned of the tragic passing of Doug Good: a Rideau Lakes Councilor 
and a fellow Park Board Member. Doug will certainly be missed at the board table. On behalf of all 
campers, our deepest sympathy is extended to all of Doug’s friends and family. 
 

We will see some changes in the Park this year with the addition of new playground equipment. 
The last of the wooden climbers will be replaced with modern new play structures. We all know 
how popular the playground is with our young campers. That popularity will indeed be enhanced 
with the new structures. Monies raised by the many fund raisers in 2016 will in part, aid in this 
purchase. 
 

I want to pass along my thanks to the Park Staff for their weekly inspections of all trailers within 
the park. These security inspections are certainly appreciated and provides us with the knowledge 
that should there be an occurrence, we will be made aware on a timely basis. 
 

William has been busy in the Park Office over the winter. He has been successful in obtaining a 
$15K grant that will assist with the purchase of the playground equipment that I referred to in the 
previous paragraph along with an environment foundation grant to upgrade the Park’s Nature 
Trail to the tune of $17.1K. Funding is also forthcoming to help with Canada Day 
Celebrations($1.5K) and to host an aboriginal celebration in July ($5.8K).

Beverley Lake Park as a municipal campground. Our Seasonal Camper Volunteers will be 
participating in these significant milestones at Lower Beverley.

PARK IMPROVEMENTS 
Since the closure of the park for the 
season in October, staff has been 
working on various capital projects to 
yet improve our park facilities once 
again.

Creekbank stabilization work 
was completed in the “J” 
Section near the boat harbour. 

V Renovations were completed 
within Cottage 7. 

V Roofing was replaced on Cottages 3 and 7. 
V New 30 amp electrical and water services were installed at 4 seasonal sites in the “D” 

Section and 3 seasonal sites in the “A" Section. 
V New welcome signage was painted for the main entrance, the Gate House and the 

Bradford Pavilion.  
V A new lighted porch and roofing was installed at the Fish Cleaning Station. 
V 20 additional picnic tables were constructed.  
V The remaining new LED street lights were installed. 
V 2 showers at the Main Service Centre were renovated. 
V A second light standard was installed to better illuminate the playground and basketball 

court. 
V Plans were finalized for the placement of a second Bunkie cottage on Site A-09. 

 
In late September, road work and septic system upgrades were completed at the Dumping Station 
on Flood Drive and the ceiling was painted in Bradford Pavilion.

PARTNERSHIPS ALLOW FOR ADDITIONAL PARK IMPROVEMENTS 
 

With a value of $17,100, a partnership with the TD Friends of the 
Environment Foundation will not only provide the funding necessary to 
expand the nature trail to a 2-meter width and provide a natural base 

without tripping hazards but it would also allow for the replacement of the 
stairs at the entrance and the creation of a new barrier free access point to the       

     trail for patrons with accessibility challenges. Aged foot bridges will be replaced 
with culverts and stone. Additional work will also see the restoration of four 'rest stations' located 
along the trail path where visitors will be able to sit down and rest or just simply enjoy the solitude 
of the natural setting; aged picnic tables that are no longer in existence would be replaced with 
park benches. The program will also include having local high school students assisting in the 
planting of a variety of indigenous trees along the trail which were one quite prevalent but are 
now limited including White Spruce, Ironwood, American Elm, 
American Basswood, and Black Willow. The final component of the 
restoration will facilitate the updating of informational signage for 
the species identification program created for the walking trail and 
at the osprey nesting point. 

 

The project will commence in early April and will be completed prior to the May holiday weekend. 
 
 
The Ontario Hydro One Community Investment Team has agreed 
to partner with the Seasonal Campers’ Recreation Committee and 
the Management Board to replace the two remaining wooden 
playground structures with new metal units.  
 
It is anticipated that this $50,000 project will be completed within the month of May.

MEDICAL EMERGENCIES 

 
Through a partnership with the Leeds-Grenville Emergency Medical Services and 
the Ontario Heart and Stroke Foundation, a defibrillator unit remains stationed at 
the Gate House and the Lakersfield Ball Canteen. Park staff members along with 
some seasonal campers have been trained in the operation of this unit. 
 

First Aid Kits are available at the Gate House, Lakersfield Ball Canteen and the in-park Canteen. 
 

In the event that you dial 911, our civic address is 146 Lower Beverley Lake Park Road, Delta. 

WIRELESS INTERNET  
 
New seasonal and 5 month campers may obtain a user name and password 
for the Wireless internet system at the Gate House. Using the Bradford 
Pavilion as an internet café, this service is available at no cost. User 
names/passwords remain the same for existing customers. Wireless service 
is NOT available throughout the entire park. 
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DOCKING SPACES 
 
Docking spaces will be marked for our seasonal campers at all docking 
locations. We request that seasonal campers do not use the creek bank as 
a docking site. Should you require a dock slip, please ask at the Gate 
House.  
A preliminary map has been included with this newsletter. 

 
 

SPRING CLEAN UP  
Just a reminder to those campers who will be in the park cleaning up their 
lots prior to opening day that any raked leaves need to be placed in a 
garbage bag and taken to the road for Maintenance Staff to collect. 
Similarly, garbage should be dealt with in the same manner. We regret that 
we are no longer able to provide garbage bags for the collection of refuse 
resulting from yard maintenance work. 

 

Please remember to remain on the dry, well-travelled portions of the roadways within the park. 
Some areas will still be quite soft in spite of the arrival of the milder spring like temperatures. 
 

As outlined in Schedule B to By-Law #2014-12, all proposed outdoor work and / or projects must 
be pre-approved by Park Management prior to any construction taking place. This includes but is 
not limited to the adding of soil, cutting or planting of trees or the spreading of gravel. Anyone 
wishing to complete such an alteration is asked to submit their request to Reception Staff at the 
Gate House for consideration by Management. 

 
 

SITE MAINTENANCE 
 

Seasonal campers are requested not to dump their grass cuttings, twigs or 
sticks in the regular garbage cans as they make the bags very difficult to 
maintain and remove from the cans. Should campers not have a box or a 
separate bag; an additional bag can be obtained at the Gate House.  

 
 

VEHICLE PARKING and GATE CARDS 
 

Campers are reminded that only one vehicle is permitted to be parked on each site. It is important 
to keep our roadways clear of additional parked vehicles and trailers.  
 

Two proximity vehicle passes are issued to each site holder. Each pass is valid for one only vehicle. 
Campers who have more than one vehicle and wish to bring the additional vehicle into the park 
are reminded that they need to park their second vehicle in a designated parking area. Additional 
vehicle cards are available from Gate House staff at a cost of $58.00 

 
Campers are reminded that giving their cards to non-family members to gain 
access to the park or opening the gates with their cards for members of the 
general public in order to avoid the purchase of a daily Visitor’s Pass from 
staff is prohibited. 
 
Campers abusing the privilege will have their cards turned off thus requiring 
a stop at the Gate House each time to gain access to the park. 
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LIQUID WASTE 
 

Maintenance staff has scheduled two days for the collection of liquid waste. Collection will be 
available each Monday in Areas A to G and each Thursday in Areas H to K.  
 

New Discount coupon booklets are now available at the Gate House for the 
pumping of liquid waste. While pump out fees are $20.00 per single load, new 
coupon booklets are available for weekly pump outs throughout the season 
along with new five and ten coupon booklets.

New coupons are also available for those campers who are renting sites for the entire season on 
sites that are not designated as seasonal. New guidelines have been prepared for liquid waste 
tanks for the 5 five site rentals. Please contact Reception Staff at the Gate House if you did not 
receive a copy of the guidelines within this package. 
 
Just a reminder that the discharging of grey water onto the ground is strictly prohibited. Grey 
water is defined as water, with any additions that is disposed of on a regular basis and that 
originates from showers, laundry and kitchen/washroom sinks. Campers must ensure that all 
septic hoses are attached and secure. 
 

Garbage will continue to be collected daily provided it is stored in clear bags as per municipal 
policy. Bags are available at the Gate House and the recycling bin is located at the maintenance 
yard. Recycling will be collected on Sundays. Items to be recycled need to be placed at the curb by 
noon. Anyone wishing leaves to be collected are reminded that they need to be bagged and 
placed at the curb as well. 

 
 

RECYCLING PROGRAM 
 

In an attempt to further promote and support the waste recycling program offered by The 
Township of Rideau Lakes, a recycling depot will once again be maintained within the park. 
 

Located in the Maintenance Area, this depot is available to our clientele throughout the season 
during regular hours of operation. A special recycling pick up will be offered for our seasonal 

campers on Sunday afternoon provided that the recycling is sorted and bagged 
accordingly.  
 

A recycling brochure has been included for your reference.

Your request 
will be recorded in a log and forwarded to the appropriate staff.  
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PROPANE TANK EXCHANGE PROGRAM  

 
We are pleased to once again offer a propane tank exchange for 
the convenience of our customers and members of the general public. Empty 20 and 
now 30 pound tanks may be exchanged for full tanks provided that the tank issuance 
date is not prior to 2009. Tanks with propane may also be purchased 
from staff at the Gate House.

For the convenience of our campers and members of the general public,  
an automated teller machine has been installed in the Gate House.

Seasonal Campers may purchase 1 face cord of wood (4’ x 8’ x 16”) 
delivered to a seasonal site for $75.00.  Contact Reception Staff at 
the Gate house to order your wood.
