Inland
residents on Upper and Lower Beverley Lakes will be able to appreciate the information
provided whereas the same recovery has been taking place on 'the back lakes' for over 30 years
following the DDT contaminant era of the 1940's through to the early 1970's. Many
organizations and people have been involved in active habitat management and research of
these species which has assisted the recovery process.
