Hi William,

The $9,500 cost in line item 12 is for one sewage system detailed design only. However, if 3 designs are
needed, it wouldn’t necessarily be $9,500 x 3. It is recommended that the Concept Design phase be
completed prior to confirming how many sewage system designs are required and if any consistencies
can be used between multiple designs (i.e. can a conventional absorption trench bed be used for all
replacement systems or does advanced treatment need to be included for one/multiple replacement
systems). Once more information is known after the conceptual design stage, we can provide more
accurate costingin terms of the detailed design cost.

We need to get a clear handle on two things right away: the timeline from the engineering company and
how this project is going to be financed.

As you know, MECP is still conducting an ongoing investigation into the resident’s complaint and why the
blue barrels were notincluded in the 2022 report. Because of that, Council needs to make sure the blue
barrels are included in the engineer’s scope of work.

At this point, | have not seen anything in writing confirming they’ve been accepted or resolved, so they
need to be addressed as part of the full scope.

This is going to Council because we need to understand the full cost and how it will be paid for. Based on
what we’re seeing so far, | am concerned the total cost could exceed current estimates once everything
is included, but we need confirmed numbers from the engineer.
