2025; a year of unprecedented drought, the completion of the septic system 
assessment by Egis and a service delivery review by Camping in Ontario, the 
construction of a children’s pavilion, and of course, business conducted as 
usual. It seems like it is very little when all composed into a short sentence, 
but it is a lot! 
 

The drought was without a doubt a challenge in itself. The fire ban put a damper, pun intended, on 
campfires and other open related fires. The Maintenance Staff were challenged with cleaning brush 
and leaves to forestall the possible event of fire. The beach was of course a destination that 
beckoned even non-swimmers to venture into the lake’s welcome relief from the heat. 
 
The completion of the Egis Report was an accomplishment in its own right. After repeated requests 
for the finished document, it took a well-worded threat of legal action to light a fire (an apt metaphor) 
under the company and the engineer responsible for the completion of the report. A draft report was 
finally received, after many virtual meetings with the engineers, the park manager and Board Chair. 
Upon receipt of the draft document, the final report was finally in sight. And yet another hurdle, again 
persistence from the Park Manager and many emails later, the Engineer’s completed report was 
received. Of course, as with most reports there were no surprises but the obligations to the Ministry of 
Environment, Conservation and Parks have been met. Members of the Board will once again review 
the document and prepare a plan to embrace the challenges in 2026. 
 
The children’s pavilion, which was affectionately named “Elbe’s Place”, is now ready for presentation. 
Thanks to funding donated by the Seasonal Campers’ Recreation Committee and the skill and efforts 
of the Maintenance Staff, a new 20’x 30’ open-air pavilion has been constructed for the exclusive 
hosting of children’s activities. A grand opening celebration has been scheduled for June 6th, 2026. 
 
Once the intent of a request from Council for a service delivery review was clarified, the Board tasked 
the Park Manager to facilitate this project and as such, the services of Camping in Ontario were 
engaged. Two representatives, from the provincial campground association, spent over forty-eight 
hours completing a comprehensive review of all facets of park operations. Highlights of the report will 
be shared with Members of the Board in 2026; strategic planning will be needed to fulfill all the 
recommendations presented.  
 
No year-end review would be complete without a shout out to the Seasonal Campers’ Recreation 
Committee. The commitment of our campers to volunteerism is an inspiration to everyone! Our 
monthly newsletter, The Park Post, highlights the many activities that the campers and the residents 
of Rideau Lakes can participate in and enjoy throughout the camping season.

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2025: A  Year in Review   
 

The subsequent information is a condensed synopsis of the initiatives,  
programs and projects completed by the Park Management Board and  
its Staff, Campers and Volunteers. 
 
Administration              
 

 The Management Board conducted one special and four regular in-person meetings. 
 Letters of Employment for staff were amended to reflect municipal formatting and content. 
 Job descriptions were reviewed and evaluated by ML Consulting (Marianne Love) of Toronto. 

Positions were assigned to the municipal grid for compatibility with other like positions. 
 Policy Statement #35: Damage to Park Property was adopted and the following policies were 

amended: PS#01: Attachments to Trailers, PS#9: Park Rules-Schedule A and B, PS#10: 
Reservation and Transfer of Seasonal Campsites, PS#17: Care and Maintenance of Seasonal 
Sites, PS#18: Storage of Recreational Vehicles, Camping Trailers, and Accessories, PS#26: 
Automated Gate Entrance Procedures,PS#30: Accessibility Permit, and PS#32: Cancellation 
of Seasonal Sites.  

 Regulations associated with a Level One Fire Ban (August 5th) and a Level One Drought 
Restriction (August 7th) were enforced accordingly.  

 A new septic pumping program for seasonal campers was implemented in May 2025.  
 Staff at Egis, formerly McIntosh Perry Engineering Ltd. in Carp, completed the septic 

assessment report for review by the Management Board and subsequent submission to the 
Ministry of the Environment, Conservation and Parks. 

 Staff with Camping in Ontario visited the park from August 21st to 23rd to complete a Service 
Delivery Analysis in which the strengths and challenges of current park operations were 
identified. Suggestions will be considered during 2026 budget deliberations. 

 The Management Board was represented at Camping in Ontario Conference and Annual 
Meeting in Kitchener from November 16th to 18th. 

 Human Resources Manual was updated to remain consistent with the municipal guideline. 
 Planning continued with the Ontario Fishing Club for the Deaf to host their 40th Anniversary 

celebrations in the park in 2026. 
 Job advertisement for an Acting-Treasurer was posted, candidates were interviewed and a 

candidate was selected with a start date in 2026.  
 Monthly payments of $2,535.04 at a rate of 4.22% were made towards the 2013 Hydro 

Upgrade Capital Loan of $330,000 resulting in a year-
end balance of $84,949.00. With an annual payment of 
$30,420.00, the loan will be paid off in December 2028.  

 The Chartered Accounting Firm of KPMG in Perth 
completed the interim audit of the financial records; the 
final statement has been consolidated with the municipal 
statement.

 Seasonal Campers participated in a site beautification contest which was judged by 
transient campers during the week of July 7th. Awards were presented by Seasonal 
Campers’ Liaison Darrell Halladay.

 Tables, chairs and shade umbrellas under the area deck lighting remain popular.

 AED units were located at the Gate House and the Canteen.

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Septic Assessment  
 

 While originally contracted to Egis (MP), the annual septic operational 
reports for 2022, 2023 and 2024 were prepared and submitted by 
Park Manager William Morris. Such in-house preparation saved the 
Management Board $3,000 per annual report.  

 In an attempt to have staff from Egis, formerly McIntosh Perry 
Consulting Engineers of Carp, complete the Septic System 
Assessment Report as required by the Ministry of the Environment, 
Conservation and Parks, a notice of legal intent was prepared by the 
Park Manager for submission to the Egis office. Legal consulting 
services were engaged with Cunningham-Swan-Carty-Little and 
Bonham LLP of Kingston to review the draft letter and recommend 
any changes, if needed. 

 The receipt of the registered letter was acknowledged by EGIS staff, and a series of virtual 
meetings were held between Egis staff and Park Board Chairperson Penny Sawyer and 
Manager William Morris. To assist Egis staff with the completion of the report, Park Manager 
William Morris was tasked with the following: 
�x Research and forward to the Egis Office all applications, permits and approvals for the 

following systems dating back to 1985.  
�9 Fish Cleaning Station, 1985 
�9 Cottage 7-8 System, 1985 
�9 Small Service Centre, 1986 
�9 Main Service Centre, 1997 

�9 Cottage 2-3 System, 2000 
�9 Cottage 1, 2000 and 2001 
�9 Tennant House, 2018

 A draft report was received and reviewed by the Management Board with recommendations 
forwarded back to Egis staff. The final copy, which was received and submitted to the Ministry 
of the Environment, Conservation and Parks District Office in Kingston, contained the 
following recommendations: 

�9 Continue with record keeping of flow data via septage pump out and flow meters readings. 
�9 Repairs, alterations, and/or replacements (as required and according to the recommendations 

provided in this report) should be considered for the Canteen, Cottage 2/3, Cottages 4/5/6, Fish 
Sink, Main Comfort Station, and Small Comfort Station sewage systems. These remedial 
measures should be discussed with the MECP prior to proceeding with a detailed design.  

�9 Outlet filters, according to OBC §8.6.2.1. (2) specifications should be installed at the outlet of 
all septic tanks where not currently present.  Filtres were installed by staff on all systems. 

 The annual Septic Operational Report for 2025 was prepared and submitted to the Ministry of 
the Environment, Conservation and Parks District Office in Kingston, by Park Manager William 
Morris at the same time as the submission of the System Assessment Report. 
 

Egis staff forwarded an email to the park Office and the Ministry stating that the delays in finalizing 
the sewage system assessment report have been due to staffing issues at Egis. The delays 

happened despite multiple attempts by Lower Beverley Lake Park Management to move the project 
ahead in the last 20 months. (Patrick LeBlanc, Egis Area Lead ESC / Septic, September 8th, 2025) 

 
 Throughout the process, Park Management was in regular contact with Nathalie Matthews, 

Provincial Officer, Ministry of Environment, Conservation and Parks (MECP) at the Kingston 
Office. The Park Manager and the Management Board wish to acknowledge and thank Ms. 
Matthews for her ongoing cooperation and understanding during this process.
